Dear Parent/Guardian, 
 
I would like to take this opportunity to remind you of the criteria for claiming Free School Meals 
(FSM) for your child/children.  This support, provided by Rhondda Cynon Taff Authority, could save 
you approximately £500 per child per year.  
 
You are eligible to claim Free School Meals if you receive one of the following grants: 
 

 Income Support 
 Job Seekers Allowance (income based) 
 Employment Support Allowance (income based) 
 Pension Credit (Guarantee Credit) 
 Child Tax Credit with annual income of less that £16,190 
 Support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999 
 Universal Credit 

 
Additional benefits include: 
 
 A one off clothing grant of £105 for children moving from primary to year 7; 
 An annual £65 clothing grant for children in year 8 – 11. 

 you will also be entitled to reductions in activities such as school trips, and music lessons.  
 
If you receive Working Tax Credit you will not be entitled to Free School Meals for your child. 
 
To apply for this grant, please complete the attached application form and return to Miss Caru 
Shanahan, Attendance and Wellbeing Officer.  We will then forward your application to the Local 
Authority.  The form will be processed within 2 days and you will be notified by letter of the outcome.

570057, who will be more than willing to help. All applications and enquiries will be dealt with in the 
strictest of confidence.
